Systems Developrment - Proceeds from development fees collected under Ordinance No. 364 and Ordinance 211 to
accommodate new development growth.

Farks and Recreatior- Proceeds from fees collected under Ordinance No. 210 to develop parks and recreational facilities.

Dralnage- Proceeds from development fees collected under Ordinance No. 162 for the construction of local drainage
facilities in accordance with the Master Plan of Drainage.

The Chiquita Emergency Storage Reservoir (CESR) will
replace project Bla or the DWMP, the 250S reservoir.
The 250S proved unfeasible because of the estimated
cost of construction $8.3M, exceeded the available
budaget for this reservoir of $3.8M. The CESR is under
development by Santa Margarita Water District (SMWD)
as an 800 acre-foot (260 million gallon) earth
embankment reservoir with lining and covering. Costs
for the CESR are expected to be in the range of $0.15 -
$0.25 per gallon. Participation in the CESR will obtain
for the City between 20 — 15 million gallons of reservoir
volume compared to the 2.5 mg considered for the 250
S. Reservoir.
